APPROVE MINUTES

The minutes of the April 19, 2007 Board meeting were approved as circulated.

GENERAL MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Baker submitted a written report which is on file in his office and the offices of Hawaiiana Management Company.  The following items were discussed:

A. Submetering Harmonics Problem Options.  To isolate the intellimeters from the noise, one proposal would be to install two new Intellimeter Central Stations for about $5,000 and would require two new dedicated residential grade phone lines.  It was moved by Director Imata and seconded by Director Hyde to proceed with the installation of controllers and phone lines.  The motion carried unanimously.

B. Drain Connection License Application Update.  The application will be resubmitted to the City.

C. Hard Surface Flooring Underlayment Report.  By general consensus, the Board will stay with the requirement of 65 IIC rating for hard surface flooring underlayment.

D. 1ST Floor Ground Termite Treatment Proposals.  The General Manager to solicit proposals utilizing Sentricon for the Board’s consideration.

E. Low Zone Heat Pump Update.  Not completed as yet.

F. WJE Post Earthquake Spalling Repairs.  It was moved by Director Hyde and seconded by Director Preston to approve WJE’s proposal for specifications & bid documents, and construction observation.  The motion carried unanimously.

G. Flyer/Notice Distribution.  The General Manager will use his judgment on this matter.

SECURITY SUPERVISOR REPORT

Report submitted.

TREASURER’S REPORT
The April 2007 financial report was accepted, subject to audit. 

Delinquency Report.  It was moved by Director Gordon and seconded by Director Preston to proceed with foreclosure action on unit 1911, subject to the attorney’s review.  The motion carried unanimously.

Apartments 108/4000 Payment Agreement Ratification.  It was moved by Director Gordon and seconded by Director Preston to ratify the phone poll that was taken on the delinquencies for units 4000 and 108 to allow the owner to bring the maintenance fees up to date and a one year payment plan plus interest on the remaining balances.  The motion carried unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Restaurant Offer/Marketing.  Directors Gordon & Nordwall, and the General Manager to work on a slightly larger ad to market the restaurant space.  Other alternatives to be explored.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
The Board went into executive session at 1:34 p.m. for potential litigation matters.  Mrs. Lee left the meeting at this time.  Director Nordwall was excused from the meeting at 1:45 p.m. due to prior commitments.  The regular meeting resumed at 1:50 p.m.

A. Committee Appointments.  Deferred to the next Board meeting.  A list of suggested committees to be distributed to each Board member.

B. Annual Meeting Owners’ Forum Issues:

· The Association should operate the parking booth in-house.

· Parking passes at $1.00 being opposed.  This is not cost effective for the Association.

· Special Assessment – Reconciliation of the money and allocation of expenses for flood and insurance funds.  A comprehensive list to be compiled by the General Manager and Property Manager.

· The Board will respond to Myron’s concerns.
